Here, the mountain slopes are covered with snow for 4-5 months, from 

December to late April, and provide great opportunities for snowboarding. The 

average snow depth on these slopes reaches 2.5 m. 

The total length of Gudauri ski runs exceeds 57 kilometres and meets the highest 

international standards. The slopes are accessible via several platter lifts, moving 

carpets, chairlifts, and a cabin lift.
